POV & “RED LIGHT” AGREEMENT

-
Northeast Lamar Fire Rescue & EMS (NELFD) does not permit the use of “red lights” on Personally Owned Vehicles (POV) during response to calls.

-
During a response to NELFD calls, personnel should obey all traffic laws and proceed to the call in the safest manner possible.

-
“Red lights” may be used on POVs once NELFD personnel arrive on-scene, as safety devices only.  This primarily refers to using your vehicle to assist in traffic control.
-
Any personnel not following “red light” policies will be placed on probation and “red lights” removed from vehicle.

-
If abuse of “red light” policy continues, said personnel will be removed from NELFD.

-
NELFD does recognize the desire for quick response to emergency calls in order to provide the best and fastest aid possible.  However, given the increasing traffic hazards in the NELFD area safety must be a priority.  Personnel are encouraged to select the quickest route to the location of the scene and avoid routes that contain known areas of traffic congestion.
-
Effective January 1, 2004, permission to install “red lights” on POV will not be granted to any member, new or old.  If the red lights are not there do not put them there.
